Welcome to
Portlethen Tennis Club!

Portlethen Tennis Club is an informal, friendly club. Anyone is welcome to join -
beginner or experienced player; junior or adult.

We play on the two tennis courts adjacent to the Bourtree Pavilion, close to the
Green shopping centre at the south end of Portlethen. Activities include tennis
coaching, for both juniors and seniors, monthly social fournaments, league matches,
club championships and open sessions where members can just turn up and play. The
courts have floodlights, enabling us to play into the evenings, and an all weather
surface, suited to our damp and unpredictable climate.

WHEN DO WE PLAY?

If you join the club you will receive a key to the courts and a personal membership
card with full details of the club playing times and activities.

There are open sessions for adult members on Monday, Wednesday and Thursday
evenings. All senior and student members are welcome at these ‘turn up and play’
sessions.

On the first Sunday morning of each month, we hold an American Tournament.
These are friendly events, open to all senior and student members, whatever their
standard of play. To even things up, partnerships are picked out of a hat and halfway
through each match couples swap partners so that each person plays half the games
with their partner and the other half against him or her. It's great fun and a good
opportunity to meet other members and have some entertaining games of tennis.

The courts are reserved for junior members, 4-7pm, Mon - Fri. On Wednesdays and
Fridays April - June, some of this court time is reserved for junior coaching but
other days of the week Junior members may simply turn up and play in this timeslot.
No booking is hecessary but, when the courts are busy, they are expected to play fair
and ensure no-one is left sitting on the sidelines for long.

There is a junior tournament on the third Sunday afternoon of the month which is
open to all junior members who have learned how to play. These events are fun and
friendly and adjusted to suit the playing standards of the participants. They are ideal
for those in the coaching classes seeking to gain some experience of 'real’ games.

COURT BOOKING

Outwith the times reserved exclusively for Tennis Club play, the tennis courts are
open to the general public. For season 2009/2010 this is 9am - 4pm, Mon - Sat, and
7 - 10pm on Fridays. To book a court during one of these periods:

COMPETITIONS

League matches

For those who enjoy competitive play, we have a ladies and a gents fteam in the
Aberdeen and District Leagues. Matches are played on Tuesday evenings and match
practice sessions on Monday evenings for the ladies and Sunday mornings for the
gents. Play continues through the winter, with Winter League matches played on
Sunday mornings.

The juniors also play in the Aberdeen and District Junior League. These matches are
played on Saturday evenings.

Club Championships

Throughout the summer we run a knockout fournament, culminating in the Club Finals
Weekend at the beginning of September. While the singles can be quite serious, the
doubles are more light-hearted - partnerships are chosen by a random draw, pairing
weaker players with stronger ones. Entry details are on the membership form.

COACHING

At the start of each season we organhise an 8 week block of coaching classes for
juniors. Space permitting, these classes are open to non-members as well as members
so, if you are a junior interested in learning to play, why not come along to the
coaching classes to start with and join later, once you've found out what fun it is?

In 2009 the coaching sessions are being held on Wednhesday evenings for beginners
and improvers and on Friday evenings for more experienced players, starting in the
week beginning 20™ April.
Beginners/improvers: Wednesday evenings, 5.30-6.30pm or 6.30-7.30pm
Intermediate/advanced: Friday evenings, 5-6pm
Cost: £28 for members £32 for non-members
If you pay the non-member price for coaching you will be eligible for a £4 discount

off the 2009/10 membership fee. Places are limited so contact Steve* immediately
to enquire if a place is available.
